SUBJECT:	2020-2021 Budget Requests

Attached is the application/questionnaire for requesting a funding appropriation from Nash County for FY2020-2021.  

To apply, the agency must be a nonprofit organization registered with the State of North Carolina.  The organization must be in existence for a minimum of three (3) years, be located within Nash County and serve Nash County residents.

Nash County cannot be the sole funder for any program nor provide more than 50% of an organization's revenue--organization must show other sources of funding, governmental or otherwise.  Funding requests are for the period of July 1 through June 30, 2020.  The activities or services for which funds are requested must occur in this timeframe.

Funding cannot be used to promote political or religious purposes. Funding is for the purposes of providing a program or service to Nash County.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]If application funding is approved, payments will be made on a quarterly basis and the agency will be required to submit a Mid-Year Update report of funding use.

Late or incomplete and unsigned applications may be rejected.  Applications and requested documents are due March 11, 2020, or earlier, for consideration in Nash County's Fiscal Year 2020-2021 Budget.

*Audit Requirements for funding of $25,000 or more: Recipients must submit two original, bound copies of their prior year annual audit report with their application. The fiscal year must be inclusive of the grant award and the audit must be conducted by a certified public accountant licensed in North Carolina. Each audit report must be accompanied by a management letter, if one has been prepared by the auditor, and a copy of the agency’s final budget for the fiscal year. 
*Audit requirement may be waived with written approval from the Nash County Manager and Finance Director

For Funding of less than $25,000: An audit is recommended but not required by the County. If a recipient does receive an audit, however, two original, bound copies of the audit inclusive of the funding award, two copies of the agency’s final budget for the fiscal year, and any management letter must be submitted with the grant application. 

The County, at its discretion, may require an examination of any agency's financial records by the County Finance Office or any Nash County Government designee.

• Specified Nash County credit inserted into all print and electronic marketing materials 
• Assurance of a Conflict of interest policy
